PRACTICE GRATITUDE
Deuteronomy 26:1–11   Psalm 91:1–2, 9–16   Romans 10:8b–13       Luke 4:1–13
Sometimes as we go about our daily living, we can forget how we got to where we are. Most especially, we can forget that God has travelled with us from the beginning, and is always present with us. In Deuteronomy, we read that the people are asked to bring the first fruits of the harvest to say “thanks” for all God has done. This also helps them remember that God is with them always.
